Friends of mine, however, make it clear that
they are lesbians. The fact that I call myself gay and they
call themselves lesbians doesn't invalidate either labels.

I can understand why ay friends choose to identify thea-
selves as lesbians: throughout history, women have been
forced into invisibility by men. The word "homosexual® was
videly perceived as referring to the male of the species.
Likevise, in wmost non-gay people’s ainds, vhen the vord
"gay" is used, they envision male homosexuals.

So gay wvosen becase, yet again, invisible - like their
heterosexual sisters throughout history. Thus, in the early
years of the gay rights movements, women demanded an end to
their invisibility, and the vord ®lesbian® came into more
frequent usage. Saying "gay® and “lesbian® prevents people
from forgettisng that there are women involved the strug-
gle, too; it prevents people froa envisioning only gay sen.

[ call ayself gay, hovever. That's because I see myself as
sore connected to the gay community than the feminist
cosmunity, and - vhether fairly or not - the vord "lesbian®
connotates feminisa. (and yet, I as a feainist, but that's
another discussion).

Gay 1is, after all, the only word - even homosexuals
excludes bisexuals - that we have to desscribe all of us.
It promotes unity and - if fully understood - it fully
means diversity.
Ultimately, of course, it's the individuals's choice. If
someone  wants to call theaselveds gay, lesbian, or
bisexual, 1it's up to thea. No one can dictate to others how
to identify theaselves. Even the variant spelling of the
"voman" 1is a personal choice, although it does get a trifle
confusing.

Perhaps the solution 1is to dedicate ourselves to
eradicating sexisa and other foras of intolerance in our
conmunity. Then ve wouldn't need to use labels of any sort.

RAMON NOVARRO
(Mexican-born American actor)

1899-1968

Jose Ramon Gil Samaniegos (legally
became Ramon Novarro) was born 1in
Durango, Mexico in 1899 into a well-to-
do family. In 1913, his father, a
dentist, brought his wife, five sons
and four daughters to California to get
way from the revolution that was sweep-
ing the 1land. The first thing they
found in the United States was poverty.

He appeared 1in over a hundred films by
mid 1930's. He got his big break when a
producer decided to push him as a rival
to Rudolph Valentino. His biggest film
wvas the 1927 silent version of Ben Hur.
After Valentino's death, he carried on
the role of the Latin lover.

He co-starred with Greta Garbo (Mata
Hari '32),Helen Hayes (The Son-Daughter
'33), and was still 1in the radiant
orbit of Hollywood beauty in 1960, when
he drew good reviews for a smaller role
in "Heller in Pink Tights" with Sophia
Loren. His roster of 1leading ladies
also included Norman Shearer, Myrna
Loy, May McAvoy, and Alice Terry.

His fame crested in silent films and he never achieved the height of
popularity in talking pictures. By 1934, Mr. Novarro, who had wanted to be
an opera singer, had given up Hollywood and was devoting himself to giving
concert appearances and to managing vast real estate holdings. During his
years of big earnings ($5,000.00 a week), much of which untouched by
income taxes in those days, he invested in real estate in the San Fernando
Valley and in Mexico.

He never married nor had a "life companion". He was known to entertain
often, including his four brothers and two sisters who lived in the area.
He was one of Richard Halliburton's (climbed the Matterhorn in 1921, swan
the Hellespont in 1925, and the Panama Canal in 1928, and flew over 50,000
miles around the world in his own airplane) bedmates's.

His 1life ended tragically; choked in his won blood - the lead Art Deco
dildo which Valentino had given him forty-five years earlier thrust down
his throat. His nude body, battered, tied, and bloody, was found on his
bed by Edward Weber, Mr. Novarro's private secretary and long-time friend.

Two brothers from Chicago, Paul and Tom Ferguson, chose October 31,
Halloween Night, to play Death Angels to the sixty-nine year old Ben Hur.
Apparently they were hired by Novarro as hustlers, and beaten to death
wvhile trying to 1learn where he hid 5,000.00 - which they'd heard from
other hustlers that Novarro kept hidden in his home.
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
